Teenage conception

Tayside teenage conception rates have been consistently higher than the Scottish average and have, for many years, been the highest in Scotland in all age categories for which data is collected. (age 15-17; 15-19; and under 16). Of most concern are pregnancy rates in the under 16s and these are shown in the chart below.  In Tayside, there has been a downward trend over a number of years followed by an increasing trend.
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Includes pregnancies in women aged 13 to 15 years old (at the time of conception) ending in a live or stillbirth and pregnancies resulting in a therapeutic abortion or miscarriage which  required hospital inpatient or day-case treatment. Excludes home births and births at non-NHS hospitals.

When individual areas within Tayside are considered (next chart), there are clear inequalities.  Dundee City has considerably higher rates than the other two areas and has had the highest rate in Scotland over the period shown. Although rates reduced over a number of years, more recently these have been increasing.

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Teenage pregnancy and deprivation

There is a strong link between teenage pregnancy and deprivation across all age groups. The chart below shows the variation across the Scottish Index of Multiple Deprivation (SIMD) quintiles for the under 16s.  The chart shows an increase in teenage conception rates as deprivation increases.  This applies Scotland wide but Tayside rates are consistently higher than those for Scotland.

The chart below shows that, in those under 16, conception is considerably more likely to end in a termination.  In recent years, the proportion aborted has increased, although provisional data from 2008 shows a decrease.
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Among all teenage women (aged less than 20), the proportion of conceptions ending in termination has risen over time as the table below demonstrates but again provisional data for 2008 shows a slight decrease.

Sexually Transmitted Infections 

In Tayside, rates of Chlamydia and other sexually transmitted infections (STIs) are increasing.  The highest rates are found in the age 16-25 group in both genders.  The increasing rates can be partly explained by the increase in clinical activity and higher rates of case finding.

Chlamydia rate per 100,000 population in Tayside
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Positivity rates vary across gender and age groups and are highest among young men, mainly because those accessing services are a higher risk group and are, for example, more likely to attend after contact tracing.     Positivity rates are fairly low in women aged 25 and over.

Uptake of Genitourinary Medicine Services

The uptake of clinical services within Genitourinary Medicine (GUM) is increasing over time as shown in the chart below.

		Principal Diagnosis

		w The principal groups of Acute STIs have remained the same from 1996 onwards across Tayside residents, as shown in Table 1 & 2.  In the collective Tayside population, in line with previous years, the two most frequently reported STIs were chlamydia and g

		w In 2005, there was a large increase in the number of Tayside residents seeking treatment and guidance from GUM clinics.  In 2006, however, the number of people attending for counselling, support & advice dropped by 70% in males and 48% in females.  Ther

		Chlamydia

		w Chlamydia infection is the most commonly diagnosed bacterial STI in GUM clinics in both Scotland and Tayside, with more women than men diagnosed amongst Tayside residents.  Undiagnosed or untreated chlamydia in women can result in pelvic pain and scarri

		w A very high percentage of chlamydia infection in both men and women is asymptomatic; therefore, without screening opportunities a large pool of undiagnosed infection may exist.

		w In 2006, within the Scottish population the female rate for chlamydia was 167.8, and the male 177.7, per 100,000 population, an increase in both from the previous year.

		w The Tayside chlamydia rate per 100,000 population for both males and females has dropped between 2005 and 2006.  The female rate decreased from 242.5 to 214.9 per 100,000 and the male rate decreased from 204.0 to 200.3 per 100,000.

		w Between 2005 and 2006, the male and female Tayside resident chlamydia episodes decreased by 1.3% and 11.0% respectively.

		w The Scottish Intercollegiate Guidelines Network (SIGN) published guidelines on the management of chlamydia in March 2000.  Key recommendations included opportunistic screening of all sexually active women aged less than 25, and all men attending GUM cli

		w It has been suggested that while there is a genuine increase in the level of infection, figures may be influenced by the increased awareness, opportunistic screening and wider application of laboratory tests in recent years.

		w Improvements in screening opportunities, especially in men, in addition to partner notification and health promotion are needed to address the chlamydia infection issue.

		Genital Warts

		w The diagnosis of genital warts is based on clinical examination only when warts are visible.  Most cases of these infections have no visible lesion; therefore there is a large reserve of asymptomatic infection.  Genital warts are the most common acute v

		w Many cases of genital warts are self-limiting or are managed by general practioners.  Self-applied therapies in the home are more convenient for treatment.

		w In Scotland in recent years there has been a marked increase in the incidence of genital warts (first occurrence).  In 2006, the genital wart rate for Scotland was 150.6 for males and 119.8 for females per 100,000 population, an increase of 27.3% in mal

		w In comparison in Tayside in 2006, the rate for males is 127.5 per 100,000 population, higher than that across Scotland.  The rate in 2006 for females in Tayside has risen above the Scottish rate to 132.3 per 100,000 population.   Between 2005 and 2006,

		w Of the 'Other STIs' recorded, genital warts (recurrence/reregistered) continued, as in previous years, since 1996, to have the greatest rate of diagnosis and showed a slight decrease for males between 2005 and 2006, from 82.8 to 81.3 per 100,000 male po

		All Other STIs

		w Of the nine Acute STIs, Tayside females had a higher rate of gonorrhoea, chlamydia, genital herpes (first episode) and trichomoniasis than the female Scottish rate.  In comparison Tayside males had a higher rate than Scottish males for chlamydia and tri

		w Trichomoniasis - The rate of male Tayside residents with trichomoniasis was higher in comparison to that of the Scottish rate.  In Tayside the rate was 4.2 per 100,000 population in comparison to the Scottish rate of 1.9.  The Tayside female rate was 4.

		w Genital Herpes - The rate of genital herpes - first episode in Tayside was similar to that of Scotland for males in 2005 (18.7 and 20.6 per 100,000 respectively).  In 2006, however the Scottish rate increased to 23.8 while the Tayside rate remained fair

		w Gonorrhoea - When comparing the gonorrhoea rates between 1996 and 2005 across Tayside residents, there has been a slight increase over the years, from 9.5 to 15.0 per 100,000 in males and 5.3 to 5.9 per 100,000 in females.  In 2006, the gonorrhoea rate

		w Infectious Syphilis - The advent of antibiotics and behavioural changes, reinforced by the response to HIV, has resulted in the number of cases reducing over the years.  However syphilis re-emerged in Scotland during 2000/01 following outbreaks elsewher

		w It has been suggested that these increases are to some extent related to increased awareness and the wider acceptance and discussion of STIs in today’s society.  The potential for reporting of STIs has also increased through specialised GUM clinics, spe

		w In Tayside an additional contributing factor is the high teenage pregnancy rates, which may be partly responsible for high STI rates in Tayside, as a result of known high levels of unprotected sex that must occur.

		GUM Clinics

		w In 2006, there were 2715 new episodes for Tayside resident males recorded in Scottish GUM clinics, a 6.1% increase from the previous year (2558 new episodes). Of these new Tayside male resident episodes, 5.3% were treated outwith a Tayside treatment cli

		w In comparison there were 2655 new episodes recorded in Scottish GUM clinics for Tayside female residents in 2006, a 2.6% decrease from the previous year. Of these new Tayside female resident episodes, 2.9% were treated outwith a Tayside treatment clinic

		w Of all new STI episodes (including other UK, world residents and unknown/no fixed abode) recorded at a Scottish GUM clinic in 2006, the two Tayside treatment clinics, Ninewells & PRI collectively, recorded 7.9% of the male total, and 8.8% of the female

		w Within Tayside as the board of treatment, three STIs were compared for location of where the infection was acquired (see Table 3).  While generally over the years the majority did not know the location, the most common of known locations was 'within the

		w For Tayside's two clinics of treatment, Ninewells and Perth Royal Infirmary, collectively between 2000 and 2004, the rate of self-referral for new episodes steadily increased, rising by 80.6% during this period.  In 2005, however, in Ninewells the numbe

		Principal Diagnosis

		w The principal groups of Acute STIs have remained the same from 1996 onwards across Tayside residents, as shown in Table 1 & 2.  In the collective Tayside population, in line with previous years, the two most frequently reported STIs were chlamydia and g

		w In 2005, there was a large increase in the number of Tayside residents seeking treatment and guidance from GUM clinics.  In 2006, however, the number of people attending for counselling, support & advice dropped by 70% in males and 48% in females.  Ther

		Chlamydia

		w Chlamydia infection is the most commonly diagnosed bacterial STI in GUM clinics in both Scotland and Tayside, with more women than men diagnosed amongst Tayside residents.  Undiagnosed or untreated chlamydia in women can result in pelvic pain and scarri

		w A very high percentage of chlamydia infection in both men and women is asymptomatic; therefore, without screening opportunities a large pool of undiagnosed infection may exist.

		w In 2006, within the Scottish population the female rate for chlamydia was 167.8, and the male 177.7, per 100,000 population, an increase in both from the previous year.

		w The Tayside chlamydia rate per 100,000 population for both males and females has dropped between 2005 and 2006.  The female rate decreased from 242.5 to 214.9 per 100,000 and the male rate decreased from 204.0 to 200.3 per 100,000.

		w Between 2005 and 2006, the male and female Tayside resident chlamydia episodes decreased by 1.3% and 11.0% respectively.

		w The Scottish Intercollegiate Guidelines Network (SIGN) published guidelines on the management of chlamydia in March 2000.  Key recommendations included opportunistic screening of all sexually active women aged less than 25, and all men attending GUM cli

		w It has been suggested that while there is a genuine increase in the level of infection, figures may be influenced by the increased awareness, opportunistic screening and wider application of laboratory tests in recent years.

		w Improvements in screening opportunities, especially in men, in addition to partner notification and health promotion are needed to address the chlamydia infection issue.

		Genital Warts

		w The diagnosis of genital warts is based on clinical examination only when warts are visible.  Most cases of these infections have no visible lesion; therefore there is a large reserve of asymptomatic infection.  Genital warts are the most common acute v

		w Many cases of genital warts are self-limiting or are managed by general practioners.  Self-applied therapies in the home are more convenient for treatment.

		w In Scotland in recent years there has been a marked increase in the incidence of genital warts (first occurrence).  In 2006, the genital wart rate for Scotland was 150.6 for males and 119.8 for females per 100,000 population, an increase of 27.3% in mal

		w In comparison in Tayside in 2006, the rate for males is 127.5 per 100,000 population, higher than that across Scotland.  The rate in 2006 for females in Tayside has risen above the Scottish rate to 132.3 per 100,000 population.   Between 2005 and 2006,

		w Of the 'Other STIs' recorded, genital warts (recurrence/reregistered) continued, as in previous years, since 1996, to have the greatest rate of diagnosis and showed a slight decrease for males between 2005 and 2006, from 82.8 to 81.3 per 100,000 male po

		All Other STIs

		w Of the nine Acute STIs, Tayside females had a higher rate of gonorrhoea, chlamydia, genital herpes (first episode) and trichomoniasis than the female Scottish rate.  In comparison Tayside males had a higher rate than Scottish males for chlamydia and tri

		w Trichomoniasis - The rate of male Tayside residents with trichomoniasis was higher in comparison to that of the Scottish rate.  In Tayside the rate was 4.2 per 100,000 population in comparison to the Scottish rate of 1.9.  The Tayside female rate was 4.

		w Genital Herpes - The rate of genital herpes - first episode in Tayside was similar to that of Scotland for males in 2005 (18.7 and 20.6 per 100,000 respectively).  In 2006, however the Scottish rate increased to 23.8 while the Tayside rate remained fair

		w Gonorrhoea - When comparing the gonorrhoea rates between 1996 and 2005 across Tayside residents, there has been a slight increase over the years, from 9.5 to 15.0 per 100,000 in males and 5.3 to 5.9 per 100,000 in females.  In 2006, the gonorrhoea rate

		w Infectious Syphilis - The advent of antibiotics and behavioural changes, reinforced by the response to HIV, has resulted in the number of cases reducing over the years.  However syphilis re-emerged in Scotland during 2000/01 following outbreaks elsewher

		w It has been suggested that these increases are to some extent related to increased awareness and the wider acceptance and discussion of STIs in today’s society.  The potential for reporting of STIs has also increased through specialised GUM clinics, spe

		w In Tayside an additional contributing factor is the high teenage pregnancy rates, which may be partly responsible for high STI rates in Tayside, as a result of known high levels of unprotected sex that must occur.

		GUM Clinics

		w In 2006, there were 2715 new episodes for Tayside resident males recorded in Scottish GUM clinics, a 6.1% increase from the previous year (2558 new episodes). Of these new Tayside male resident episodes, 5.3% were treated outwith a Tayside treatment cli

		w In comparison there were 2655 new episodes recorded in Scottish GUM clinics for Tayside female residents in 2006, a 2.6% decrease from the previous year. Of these new Tayside female resident episodes, 2.9% were treated outwith a Tayside treatment clinic

		w Of all new STI episodes (including other UK, world residents and unknown/no fixed abode) recorded at a Scottish GUM clinic in 2006, the two Tayside treatment clinics, Ninewells & PRI collectively, recorded 7.9% of the male total, and 8.8% of the female

		w Within Tayside as the board of treatment, three STIs were compared for location of where the infection was acquired (see Table 3).  While generally over the years the majority did not know the location, the most common of known locations was 'within the

		w For Tayside's two clinics of treatment, Ninewells and Perth Royal Infirmary, collectively between 2000 and 2004, the rate of self-referral for new episodes steadily increased, rising by 80.6% during this period.  In 2005, however, in Ninewells the numbe
